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REPORT – LPP-Comenius project activities in 2006/2007 school year
MUTUAL ACTIVITIES

· At the beginning of the project the participating students have been exchanging personal letters (in writing and e-mails) written in English and German in order to get to know each other and to formulate personal attitudes towards Europe in general.
· The participating students have gathered information on landmarks of the European Integration Process and the institutions of the European Union – through official websites, presentations, radio and TV programmes. Teachers of the participating schools have included the information in their school subjects as well.

· The participating students have gathered information about their schools, profiles of the schools, and about educational systems in the respective countries. It was done through reports, correspondence, Power Point presentations and exchange of teachers.

· Students have done research on the cultural similarities and differences of the respective regions (Uherske Hradiste, Trencin and Rheine). The results are gathered in portfolios. As a preparation for the workshop in Trencin in October 2007, the participating students keep working on PowerPoint presentations of their findings.
· Each school created its own portfolio documenting project activities. The personal letters of the participating students have been displayed in all schools. Portfolios have been started with personal emails and letters and basic information about the EU and its institutions. 

· Each school created CDs containing student presentations about their cultural similarities and differences and about their educational system.  All presentations will be sent to the project coordinator who will put them to the joint portfolio, one of planned joint products. 

· The planned website was created by OA in Uherske Hradiste. This partner school will be a website administrator responsible for upgrading information gradually. 

· The distribution of tasks has been very effective and cooperative. The tasks were set clearly on the project meetings and communication existed on regular basis via e-mail (project managers, participating teachers and students). Due to the students´ exchange between Uherske Hradiště and Rheine and Trenčín and Rheine there have been established a stable and reliable relationships among the schools. The major communication language has been English. 

· The students´and teachers´mobilities had irreplaceable impact on the project. All the gathered information and impressions were shared with other students and teachers. In addition, the voluntary student exchange has contributed to the deepening of relationships among participating countries.

· In October 2006 the first project meeting was held in Rheine for five days in order to adjust the project to the new requirements and to discuss and specify the first steps of the project planned for the first year.
· The second meeting was held in Uherske Hradiste in June 2007. We discussed our cooperation, evaluated project activities and their results and impacts.
· Apart from the project meeting of the participating teachers the principal of the Slovak school visited the partner school in Rheine.
· There were two teacher exchange stays – Czech teachers went to Rheine in March 2007 and            a  German teacher went to Uherske Hradiste in June 2007. 
· An exchange between students from Rheine and the Slovak Republic took place, but was financed privately. 

· An exchange between students from Rheine and the Czech Republic took place, but was financed privately. 
Problems: 

· Due to the fact that Great Britain and Poland were not accepted, several details of the project had to be modified. It had impact on the respective budgets.  As a result, the final presentation of the project will be hosted in Rheine instead of London, the website will be created by the students and teachers in Uherske Hradiště, and the second project meeting took place in the Czech Republic instead of Poland.  

· Most participating students started the correspondence but only a few do it regularly the way we have visioned.
· We had to change our plans for website creation and administration – originally the English school volunteered, but later Czech partners school is the one to take over.

Positives: 
· All other planned activities went extremely well and all participating school are very satisfied with the mutual cooperation.
RESULTS:

· Each school created its own portfolio documenting project activities. The personal letters of the participating students have been displayed in all schools. Portfolios have been started with personal emails and letters and basic information about the EU and its institutions. 

· Each school created CDs containing student presentations about their cultural similarities and differences, educational system.  All presentations will be sent to the project coordinator who will put them to the joint portfolio, one of planned joint products. 

· The planned website was created by OA in Uherske Hradiste. This partner school will be a website administrator responsible for upgrading information gradually.

Other activities organized by the Czech school – Obchodní akademie in Uherské Hradiště:

· Meeting for students and teachers in September 2006 in order to inform them about the project, its meaning and aims. Students and teachers sign-in for the project cooperation.

· The project manager had a presentation for school social partners and board of parents.

· A special place was selected to post information about project, EU, student activities in our region, school etc.

· Parts of participating students´ work were displayed for other students.
· Students shown their presentations to their classmates in English and German lessons. 

· During an exchange visit (German students in Uh. Hradiště) two presentations were done for students and teachers of other subjects.

· There is a special section on Socrates-Comenius project on our school website, it will be redone in October 2007 in order to have a space for other participating schools to present their activities and findings.

· There is a large portfolio containing some copies of students´ letters, interesting articles prepared for foreign partners, pictures and list of all our activities.
· An exchange visit between students from Rheine and Uh. Hradiště took place, but was financed privately.
· There were regular meetings of the participating students and teachers at least once a month. Other teachers participated as well, especially IT teachers.

· The “Socrates group” organised a few events for other students – The best Halloween costume competition, English tea drinking – a Christmas meeting with presentations on English and American holiday traditions.

· There were some other group activities as a Christmas fair visit, an Art and Craft exhibition visit in local museum – winter 2006, visit of some historical places – Great Moravian excavation site, Velehrad monastery, Brno historical monuments exploration. These activities were held in order to take pictures and gather information for partners as well as to make a stronger group bonds among our participating students.

· Socrates programme manager visited EU cities and buildings and prepared a few presentations for students (all presentations are included in portfolio as pictures and CD copies).

· Two our teachers met teachers and students in Rheine and presented our region, country and culture to German teachers – 30 teachers and about 350 students were present (presentations and pictures are in portfolio, CD is enclosed).

· A trip to England took place in the end of June, some of the Socrates/Comenius students participated including one handicaped student.

· All activities listed above are documented, presented on the display board and are being prepared for webside presentation.
We intend to continue our relationships, deepen them and involve more people in projects. Our cooperation was excellent.
